Education Outside the Classroom (EOTC)

At our school, parents complete a blanket permission form at enrolment or at the start of
each year, which covers almost all lower risk activities and some higher risk activities as
outlined on the form.

The level of information provided to parents and requested from parents about EOTC
activities is proportionate to the level of risk associated with the activity.

Separate parental consent is required for most higher risk activities and we ask for this on a
case-by-case basis. Parents must submit a consent form before their child/children can
participate. For certain activities, we will also notify parents about any risks we have
identified.

You will need to complete
the form for each of your children attending the school.

Sun Safety

During terms 1 and 4, between 10 am and 4 pm, the school models “sun-safe”
practices and ensures that staff and students take the following steps to protect
themselves. The staff:

e encourage children to protect themselves with broad spectrum sunscreen (which the
school provides) of at least SPF 30 (Sun Protection Factor) and by sitting/playing in
the shade where possible.

e require students to wear hats which protect the face, neck, and ears, whenever they
are outside and involved in school activities. Students at school without a hat must
remain in an allocated shaded area or inside at break times. Hats must be
broad-brimmed (min. 7.5 cm), or legionnaire/bucket hats (min. 6 cm brim, deep
crown). These hats provide significant protection to the eyes.

e model appropriate sun-safe behaviour when they are outside and involved in school
activities, by wearing hats and making use of shade whenever possible. Parents are
also encouraged to wear sunhats and be positive role models when picking up
children or participating in school activities.

e recommend the use of t-shirts and rash vests or suits when students are at risk of
extended exposure, such as during swimming or picnics.

e encourage children to wear clothing that protects the skin from the sun (for example,
shirts with sleeves and collars).

e try to schedule outdoor activities to minimise exposure to the sun during the summer.
include sun protection in the risk management plan developed for EOTC activities.

We will be enforcing this policy as of Monday 5 February - students will be required to
remain in an allocated shaded area if they do not have their hat. Please ensure that
your child has their hat at school and that it is well named.
