The Global Kind Project​  -  digging into "Gratitude." 
 
Studies have looked at the positive effects that gratitude has on our thinking, our health, and 
our actions. Psychologists often suggest that if you are feeling down you begin by listing the 
things you are grateful for. If we are looking to create a kinder world, then it is natural to 
make a stop at this important idea. 
 
As part of the Global Kind Project students will dig into reflection around the actions, 
emotions, and effects of gratitude. How do we know when someone feels grateful? How do 
you show that you are grateful? When is it hard to show gratitude, or maybe, when does it 
become easy to forget to?  
 
Here are the key research-based principles for turning gratitude into a lasting habit, drawing 

from the GGSC’s new website, Greater Good in Action.    ​Four Great Gratitude Strategies
